Elementary Level
Elementary Chinese Reading (Business Chinese)
Credit Hours per Week: 8

Credit: 8

Presupposition: Vocabulary exceeds 1000.

Course Description:
    The goal of this course is to study the common words, patterns and expressions in Business field, and to improve students’ comprehension through reading amounts of business passages. This course makes students get to know the relative business knowledge and get familiar to the business activities.

Elementary Oral Chinese (Business Chinese)
Credit Hours per Week: 6

Credit: 6

Presupposition: Vocabulary exceeds 1000.

Course Description:
Students are helped to improve their conversation ability, especially to understand and master frequently used expressions in business activities. Students are able to master basic business vocabulary and sentence patterns, express in paragraph unit and improve pronunciation.

Elementary Chinese Listening (Business Chinese)
Credit Hours per Week: 4

Credit: 4

Presupposition: Vocabulary exceeds 1000.

Course Description:
Students’ listening is able to meet the conversation in daily life, social intercourse, study and limited area in work. Students are able to understand continuous explanation by teachers in standard mandarin or mandarin with certain dialect in normal speed and on familiar topics. In daily living, students are able to make conversations in standard mandarin or mandarin in certain dialect in normal speed.
Elementary Chinese Writing (Business Chinese)
Credit Hours per Week: 2

Credit: 2

Presupposition: Vocabulary exceeds 1000.

Course Description:
The goal of this course is to further improve students’ writing, and to make students know the usage of punctuation and grasp the common forms of practical writing. Students can write passages with correct grammar, right form and punctuation. 
Intermediate Level
Intermediate Chinese Reading (Business Chinese)
Credit Hours per Week: 8

Credit: 8

Presupposition: The student has studied Chinese for about 700 hours and vocabulary exceeds 2000.

Course Description:
    The goal of this course is to make students  read amounts of business passages in various styles, and improve students’ reading comprehension as well as expand their business knowledge and relative cultural background. Students are instructed to read articles with tool dictionaries and can make a clear and complete oral or written expression.

Intermediate Oral Chinese (Business Chinese)
Credit Hours per Week: 6

Credit: 6

Presupposition: The student has studied Chinese for about 700 hours and vocabulary exceeds 2000.

Course Description:
Students are instructed to naturally master business Chinese vocabulary in true situations and pay special attention to frequently used oral sentence patterns in daily life. The aim is to strengthen students’ oral intercourse ability, increase their understanding and care degree about Chinese economy and have a deep insight of that. Students are helped to lay solid foundation for future study in business area as well as seek jobs in business connected with China.

Intermediate Chinese Listening (Business Chinese)
Credit Hours per Week: 4

Credit: 4

Presupposition: The student has studied Chinese for about 700 hours and vocabulary exceeds 2000.

Course Description:
This course aims to further raise students Chinese listening and speaking abilities through relevant business texts and expanded exercises. On the basis of that, students are guided to apply Chinese sentences and paragraphs in business and skillfully understand frequently used vocabulary and sentence patterns in daily business communications as well as raise their listening level in this field. 

Intermediate Chinese Writing (Business Chinese)
Credit Hours per Week: 2

Credit: 2

Presupposition: The student has studied Chinese for about 700 hours and vocabulary exceeds 2000.

Course Description:
The goal of this course is to raise students’ writing through instruction of basic writing patterns, formal expressions and different writing styles. Students are expected to write business letters with smooth expression and appropriate words that meet different situation.
